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1. Measure and fix the locator brackets at the required height using the M8 anchor bolts

2. Locate the canopy onto the locator brackets

fixings at approx 225mm centres* (finish with colour coded caps)

4. Seal using a proprietary all weather silicone sealant, avoid sealing the soffit to the wall
